 During the Middle Ages in Europe, when life for many was difficult and 

when warfare, hunger, and precarious existence threatened virtually the whole 

of the population, there was one institution that provided continuity and stabil-

ity.  That institution was the Christian Church.  Often the church was repre-

sented by the great cathedrals that dot the landscape or by monastic communi-

ties that provided hospitality and assistance for a populace buffeted by hardship.  

Wayfarers and the poor could count on shelter or other assistance from religious 

communities that helped them manage in difficult times.  The construction of the 

great cathedrals always took generations.  The original planners and craftspeo-

ple could start the project but rarely saw it to its completion.  Others always had 

to take up the task and carry it to a finish.  Even today the great cathedrals tower 

above the surrounding community of one -story buildings.  These structures 

were often a villageõs single great accomplishment, erected at a time when little 

else of great scale could be undertaken. 

  I see a vestige of 

the cathedral tradition 

even in our own church 

these days.  Weõre con-

tinuing to endure a pro-

tracted recession and 

many of our neighbors 

experience distress.  

Each day, one or two 

people stop into the of-

fice with the request 

that the church help 

with some emergency.  In the last 

month weõve helped people pay utility 

bills, rent, overnight lodging, medical 

expenses and even funeral expenses.  

The church staff tries in every situation 

to speak with visitors and determine 

how best (and most efficiently) we and 

others might help.  Almost always, we 

phone LaGrange Personal Aid for their 

wisdom.  And frequently weõre able to 

send someone out in a somewhat bet-

ter condition than when they arrived.  

Several visitors to 

the office come 

seeking a clothing 

voucher to the com-

munity clothing 

bank.  And many 

each month come 

seeking only a 

snackñsomething 

ready to eatñ

which we keep in 

the office area. 

 The Thursday Lunch program 

under Betti Martinõs leadership pro-

vides around 150 meals weekly to 

both visitors to our building and shut -

in elderly neighbors in the LaGrange 

community.  The lunch program in-

cludes a fleet of cars and drivers who 

deliver weekly on specified routes.
