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vital Christian faith,  

parents and churches have more information than 

ever before on how to succeed at this task.   

 In 2009 a huge nationwide study of youth and faith was released.  

It was the first ever study of how Christians are doing in passing 

along their faith.  The results were discouraging.  Nevertheless, sev-

eral factors emerged that do contribute to young people having 

faith.   

The most important factor in determining whether 

kids will have faith is parents.  Not the Sunday School.  

Not the peer group.  Not the media.   

Following the family dinner on Sunday, March 13th, Dr. DeCelle 

will summarize the findings of the National Study of Teen Spiritual-

ity  and invite parents of First Presbyterian Church into a new part-

nership with the congregation as a whole to minister to and guide 

our children into the life of Christian discipleship.
