Inside First Presbyterian 
Discove r  the  D iscov e r ie s !      
 Two incidents occurred last week 
that ministers only dream of.  Russ 
Davidson told me that his Sunday school 
class was concerned that First Presbyte-
rian Church was doing too little with post
-college, pre-parenting adults.  Hereõs the 
unexpected part.  He went on to offer, on 
behalf of his class, any help necessary to 
extend a ministry to that group.  I was 
certain at that moment that there wasnõt 
another minister in America being offered 
help to organize what is popularly be-
lieved as an impossi-
ble age cohort to at-
tract to church. 
 The second 
incident was Julie 
Pattonõs report to me 
that her class was 
considering under-
taking a monthly 
sack lunch program 
to extend the effec-
tiveness of the com-
munity soup kitchen 
program.  Thatõs not a misprint!  I worked 
a whole year to persuade the downtown 
churches to do such a program. Now a 
Sunday school class was contemplating 
the task.  I was certain at that moment 
that there wasnõt another minister hearing 
such an amazing proposal. 
 Whatõs common to these experi-
ences?  The Discoveries Group.  Over six 
years in the making, the Discoveriesña 
group of òthirty and forty-somethingsó--
has arrived!  They meet twice a week, 
supply their own leadership, are filling 
church officer and staff positions, and 
arenõt waiting for the rest of the church to 
ask them to do mission. 
 Education Director, Emily Parrish, 
was the first to recognize the potential of 
such a group back in 2003.  After arrang-
ing several activities for the start -up 

group, then called Young Adults of La-
Grange, Emily persuaded Ricky Wolfe to 
teach the group.  At first they met on 
Wednesday evenings in the Eric Brown 
Building.  In those days, LaGrangeõs 
churches offered little to the post-college-
back-in-LaGrange generation.  Accord-
ingly, the fledgling class, under Rickyõs 
leadership, attracted young adults from 
well beyond our congregation.  I got a 
good look at the group when I taught it 
for six Wednesday nights immediately 
after my arrival in late 2003.  It was fresh 

and promising.  
Ricky was perfect 
for a bunch of 
n ew l y - m ar r i ed 
(mostly), over -
b u s y ,  y ou n g 
adults.  But what 
would they do 
once they got to-
gether?  Confusion 
on what to study 
or talk about has 
always been glue 

that has bound the group together.  Was 
the group interested in theology? Poli-
tics?  Relationships?  The water crisis on 
West Point Lake? I recall the group con-
stantly pondering what it was interested 
in.  Ricky once showed me a pile of 
books he was reading, any of which 
might become fodder for a future young 
adultõs topic.   
Not only was the discussion topic an 
ever-open question.  So was the meeting 
place.  At one point the group was 
nudged out of the Eric Brown Building 
to make room for its traditional occu-
pantsñthe High School aged PYC.  No-
mads now, the young adults camped out 
in the old Guinn House.  Ricky brought a 
pile of bleached cattle bones and arranged 
them on a coffee table of the Guinn House.
